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8. The River Overlook features native words for river and a public sculpture. The traditional basket weave pattern, seen here in the
paving, is integrated throughout the bridge, including the concrete formwork of underdeck and abutment walls.




7. A closer view of the land bridge’s integral basket weave pattern, shown here in the Prairie Overlook. A traditional pattern called
“Three Mountain” represents the three mountains visible in the area (and from the bridge): Mount Hood, Mount Adams, and
Mount Saint Helens.
